Dear 6th Grade Theatre Student and Parent/Guardian:

Welcome to the middle school!  For many of you, this is a scary time!  You go from being the top dog of the elementary to being a “lowly sixth grader”.  You need to get used to a new schedule, take classes with more challenging material, meet new teachers and get to know their personalities, policies, and procedures.  You don’t always get to be in classes (or lunch) with your friends, you have to pass classes so you can graduate, and you have to figure out the new schedule.  Those are only a few of the items that may cause you strain as you start your sixth grade year.  If that is how you are feeling right now, don’t worry!  So am I!  (  However, it’s important for both of us to remember that along with all that anxiety come amazing new opportunities!  You’ll meet new and interesting friends, participate in a variety of extra-curricular activities, and enjoy new classes.  Probably the biggest opportunity that your sixth grade year provides, however, is the chance to start anew; no one knows the reputation that you may have had, and you can choose to be a success.  I’m looking forward to getting to know you, and for developing a reputation as a teacher who really cares for her students yet will push them to become absolute successes in everything they do!  I hope I meet that goal in your mind by the end of the year!  
Theatre can be described as "art in action."  In this class, we will get directly involved in the dramatic process.  Students will have a chance to learn a bit about the skills an actor needs.  We will participate in theatre games in which we build teamwork, cooperation, and mutual respect, and then look at some specific skills, including vocal work, pantomime, improvisation, and short sketch acting. While there may not be much homework, students will definitely be challenged!
Theatre can be a great opportunity for you to gain confidence, and work with and become friends with a diverse group of people.  I want you to be able to experience theatre, to participate in it, and have fun!  I want theatre to give you the chance to be creative and communicate to others different roles, thus stimulating your mind and improving your learning.  Theatre will give you a chance to experience learning in a hands-on environment, and get away from traditional book learning.  However, with this exciting aspect of theatre also come certain responsibilities.  You will work with students you might not associate with if given a chance.  You will do things that cause you to step out of your comfort zone – things that you may think are “silly” or scary.  You will memorize lines and get up on stage!  Further information regarding Theatre can be found on the course description sheet that your student has received.

A classroom needs to have firmly recognized procedures, and this letter helps to establish those for you.  Its main purpose is to inform you of what I expect so that there will be no surprises!  Because I definitely believe this information to be of utmost importance, this will count as the first grade of the year.  It is worth 100 points – all that you need to do is read the letter, sign it, and return it by the date given!  It’s that simple!  

Preparedness:  Come to class every day on time with everything you need!  For 6th grade theatre, you will need to have a writing utensil, a spiral notebook, some type of folder, crayons or colored pencils, your planner, a good attitude, and a participatory spirit You should be ready to participate and dress appropriately for the stage.
Hall (including locker and bathroom):  I limit the number of times you may leave the room and I limit the time you may leave to when you are doing individual work.  Therefore, it is imperative that you complete all of your “business” before coming to class!  To leave the room, you will need to have your planner and ask for permission, and sign out on the sheet.
Absences:  Because the classes I teach rely heavily on cooperative learning, teamwork, classroom discussion, and in-class work, it is essential that you make every effort to come to class.  This is especially true for a theatre class.  It is difficult to work as a team when a vital member of that team is not here!  Your grades will be affected by missed days.  If you do miss class, it is your responsibility to get your missed work.  Per school policy, students have the same number of days they missed to make up their work.  Therefore, if you miss on Monday and return to school on Tuesday, your work is due on Wednesday.  Please also note that it is important that you be on time.  Please familiarize yourself with the tardy policy of the middle school, which is located in the student handbook.
Discipline:  The student handbook lists discipline areas.  I expect that all my students follow the rules listed in the handbook.  Should a student choose to break discipline policy and disrupt the class, certain consequences will result, based on the middle school plan implemented by the school improvement team.  Depending on the severity and the frequency of the disruption, a student may receive a warning, a conference, a behavioral plan, a detention at my convenience, or a referral.  If a student is to serve a detention, a note will be sent home with them explaining their actions and giving the detention date and time.  Please remember, that breaking discipline policy is a choice that you make, and choices do have consequences!  For further clarification regarding my policies and procedures, please refer to the Kuhrt Keys of the Game’s list.
Grading Policy:  The bulk of the assessment in theatre class involves performance assessments.  However, student success will also be measured by homework, tests, quizzes, projects, essays, and employability skills (responsibility, work ethic, preparedness.  I base my grading system on points and then use total points to determine a student’s percentage and grade, which are given according to school policy.  Using this system, a small assignment is not given the same weight as a large one, reflecting an accurate measure of student success.  Remember, to pass the class, students must earn a 59.5%, and complete all minimum course requirements.

Accessibility:  On the school website you can access Powerschool, which gives you the right to view all of your student’s grades.  If you haven’t signed up for this yet, please contact the middle school office.  If you have any additional questions, or if a situation arises during the year and you need to contact me, please feel free to do so.  You may contact me by email at Theresa.Kuhrt@hanoverhorton.org or by phone, 563-0102 ext. 305.  On the form, I have also included a place for parents’/guardians’ email address.  By providing me with this, I will be able to better communicate with you regarding your son or daughter.  If you request, I can also send progress reports to you this way, especially if there is a concern regarding academic performance.  You may also sign up for REMIND.  REMIND will send you a text when your student has an upcoming project, test, or large assignment due.  The signup procedure is relatively simple and information can be found on my website. Thank you for taking the time to allow me to familiarize you with my policies and procedures.  I’m looking forward to a creative, fun year with my 6th grade theatre students!
