 KUHRT’S KEYS TO THE GAME - 2020
· Every classroom needs to have some basic ground rules.  The basic thing to remember is that you are part of a TEAM – respect each other, be responsible, do your part, and give 100% and you will be fine.

CLASSROOM ORGANIZATION:

· Each student will be given a number!  It is important that you remember this number, as it will be used for many of our organizational modes and incentives.

· Student numbers will be used for certain Classroom Jobs which will change daily.  

· Paper Passers (Ball boy/girl) :  Since we will be working digitally, we will not be doing this at this time.

· Room Monitors (Grounds crew):  Responsible for making sure students keep room tidy.

· Supply Monitors (Equipment managers) :  Since we cannot share supplies, we will not be doing this at this time.
· Absent Helpers (Trainers) :  Responsible for letting absent students know what we did and helping them as needed through google classroom.

· You will sit according to a seating chart.  You are expected to stay in your seat.  You are to go to your seat as soon as you walk in the room.
· NO FOOD OR DRINK ALLOWED IN CLASS

· MASKS MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.  PLEASE DO NOT TAKE YOUR MASK OFF FOR ANY REASON.  MASKS MUST BE COVERING BOTH THE MOUTH AND NOSE.

· We will still try to use technology to do some group work, while maintaining distance.  

· We will start off each class with CNN10, a 10 minute news show.  You will watch the show and write five facts that you learned from the show.  

· Wednesdays will remain consistent.  I will provide a short instructional video and you will need to comment on Padlet.  Then, you will be learning independently about social studies or theatre.  More information will be given in your specific class.

· Heat Days:  You will still be expected to complete work virtually.  Check the google classroom for more information should we have these days.  (the same will probably hold true for Snow Days)
CLASSROOM SUPPLIES
· Always bring everything you need to class (books and your supply kit)
· Your textbook in social studies needs to be taken care of properly! 

· Don’t waste paper or any other supplies.  Remember, we are NOT sharing supplies this year.
· Bring your FULL planner to class every day and actually use it!

· Remember, any school device needs to be treated with respect.

CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT

· NO FOOD OR DRINK ALLOWED IN CLASS

· MASKS MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES.  PLEASE DO NOT TAKE YOUR MASK OFF FOR ANY REASON.  MASKS MUST BE COVERING BOTH THE MOUTH AND NOSE.

· Please do your best to maintain social distance as much as possible.

· While we will be using devices in school, these devices are to be used for EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES.  If you are using a device for something beside schoolwork, you will be breaking discipline policy.  PHONES ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE CLASSROOM.
· Manager’s Signal:  Respecting others’ opinions is so important.  We don’t blurt out in class.  I use a signal (basically the peace sign) to remind you that you shouldn’t be talking.  Unless you have the talking chip, don’t talk!  Pay attention.

· Our classroom is small – leave your bookbags and backpacks in your locker

· Respect EVERYONE’s property, including Miss Kuhrt’s.  If it isn’t yours – hands off.  This is especially true during this time of Covid-19.  And, don’t write on the desks!

· Be extra good for subs!  If you’re not, there will be dire consequences!  Subbing is hard work.

· Be responsible – come to class on time with everything you need.  If you don’t you will get a tardy and tardies lead to lunch detentions or worse!  (
· Responsibility wins games!
· Turning in homework wins you rewards – not only in practicing and learning new information, but in a free pizza lunch, too!  (Social Studies only)
· If you turn in your completed homework EVERY time in a trimester, you will be part of the Home Run Club whose members will have a Little Caesars lunch with me at the end of the tri.
