
COMET CHARACTER:  KINDNESS COUNTS With your teacher, Miss Theresa Kuhrt
Course Description
Character can be defined as who you are and what you do when no one is looking.  Our class will strive to develop good character in each person, including myself. Good character is a fundamental need in society – it helps us treat each other with dignity and respect, and reminds us that we are all humans muddling through in this world!  Through this class, we hope to change the climate of our school and community.  While there is not a textbook for this class, a variety of resources are used by the teacher, including Sean Covey’s book The 7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens.  Journal writing, readings, group discussion, teamwork activities, self-evaluation, quizzes, and community service help the sixth graders of today become the leaders of tomorrow!
Materials Needed

This will ONLY send you messages for Comet Character (other classes have other codes).  Please note that I only use REMIND for major projects or tests, and we do not have many of those in Comet Character.  I do not use this for daily assignments.  For that, please check the website.  I also suggest setting up a daily routine where you sit down with your student and go over their planner.  This will help them to get in the habit of writing down important information and staying organized, and it will help you see what they are doing daily.

3.  The lesson plans will show up for that week.  While I do lesson plans in advance, and these may be posted, I find that situations in the classroom usually cause these lesson plans to vary.  Therefore, I update my lesson plans daily (hopefully – sometimes life has other plans), and these updates should be made by 5:00 p.m.
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  4.  When you get to the lesson plan page, this is a sample of what you will see.  Please note that anything that you see in a different color such as the burnt brown is a link.  If you click on this, it will open up to a new page – the assignment, important notes, worksheets, or study materials.  It’s important to click on these!
