Length:  One trimester (12 weeks)
Textbook:  None

Teacher resource book:  Theatre:  Art in Action

Class Description:  6th grade theatre will introduce students to the world of acting and directing.  Students will spend approximately four-six weeks engaged in theatre games.  These serve as an icebreaker and help to build teamwork, cooperation, and mutual respect.  These characteristics are mandatory for all theatre students.  Topics to be covered include, but are not limited to:

· Stage areas

· Types of stages

· Body position

· Stage movement

· Theatre terms 

· Blocking
· Improvisation

· Pantomime

· Voice

· Two-people sketches

· One-act plays

· Memorization




Primary means of assessment:  Performances, both in class and publicly by informal and formal observation

Specific Minimum Course Requirements:  

1. Memorization is necessary for all students.  

2. Purchase of classroom specific materials for projects may be required

3. Payment for field trips, which would be trips to see professional, community, or college plays

4. Students must maintain a 59.5%.

End of year opportunity (possible):  It is my hope to put on a one-act play at the end of the year for our parents and the community.  Any sixth-grade student who takes theatre would be able to try out for this play if they so desired (it would NOT be mandatory).  Practices would take place after school and the show would take place in the evening.  This gives 6th graders an opportunity that no other middle school student will have!
