
6TH GRADE THEATRE:  BE DRAMATIC! 
With your teacher, Miss Theresa Kuhrt
Course Description
Theatre can be described as "art in action."  In this class, we will get directly involved in the dramatic process.  Students will have a chance to learn a bit about the skills an actor needs.  We will participate in theatre games in which we build teamwork, cooperation, and mutual respect, and then look at some specific skills, including vocal work, pantomime, improvisation, and short sketch acting.   Theatre gives students a chance to get away from typical book learning and  experience hands-on learning, all while having fun and being creative.  While there is not a textbook for this class, a variety of resources are used by the teacher, including the book, Theatre:  Art in Action.  Performance assessments will help develop acting skills which will in turn make our students shine!
Materials Needed

I try and provide as much as possible for my students, but there are a few things that students will need for class:


1.  Writing utensils.  It doesn’t matter whether it is pencil or pen (blue or black ink only)


2.  A spiral notebook for notes 


3.  Loose-leaf paper for assignments or journal writing


4.  Some type of folder – it could be a three ring binder or a small folder to keep organized


5.  A box of crayons or colored pencils

6.  Comfortable clothing/shoes will be helpful – we do a lot of moving

2. Remind.com

Another great way to get information about any major tests and projects is to sign up for Remind.com.  This involves a text message or an email being sent to your phone.  To sign up for this service, you will need to text @g9cb8 to 81010  for text messaging or for email go to rmd.at/g9cb8 and sign up for email notifications  This will ONLY send you messages for 6th grade theatre (other classes have other codes).  Please note that I only use REMIND for major projects or tests, and we do not have many of those in 6th grade theatre.  I do not use this for daily assignments.  For that, please check the website.  I also suggest setting up a daily routine where you sit down with your student and go over their planner.  This will help them to get in the habit of writing down important information and staying organized, and it will help you see what they are doing daily.

2.  When you get to this page, hover over your class name up toward the top and you will see lesson plans.  Click on the lesson plan button!

3.  The lesson plans will show up for that week.  While I do lesson plans in advance, and these may be posted, I find that situations in the classroom usually cause these lesson plans to vary.  Therefore, I update my lesson plans daily (hopefully – sometimes life has other plans), and these updates should be made by 5:00 p.m.
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  4.  When you get to the lesson plan page, this is a sample of what you will see.  Please note that anything that you see in a different color such as the burnt brown is a link.  If you click on this, it will open up to a new page – the assignment, important notes, worksheets, or study materials.  It’s important to click on these!
