Notes to student: Your analysis 7ust be typed. If you turn in a written analysis, it will
not be graded for credit. However, I will be more than willing to look at any written
analysis before the due date if it will be of help to you. You will be graded on each
analysis twice. The first time you will be given 30 points for a rough draft. I will then
hand that rough draft back to you to make comrections. You will then turn in a final copy
which will be worth 60 points. (Should your “rough draft” be perfect — don’t worry, you
don’t have to turn it in again, T will give you the full 90 points!) If you are doing this
correctly, everyone should be getting the full 60 points for the second go round. If you
do not get 60 points on the second time around, you may still have to make corrections
for your final exit presentation. (I will check to make sure you do this!) Below is the
rubric for how I will grade your analysis. Refer to the class discussions and samples for
assistance. :
