One Region at a Time

Europe Project

Introduction:  You will be working with your partner or by yourself to learn about the landforms and cultures of one of the most densely settled continents - Europe.  This project will be an independent learning assignment in which I will serve as a facilitator only.  You will be responsible for gathering and learning about your selected European region and country.  You will have ample class-time to complete this project; however, you will probably find that you have to gather together after school for additional work.  The project consists of many components, which are listed below.  May I inform you right away that you will be required to participate in this project and that you will be graded on the amount of participation you contribute.  This project will call for much self-discipline, and you must commit yourself to seeing it through.  Be smart!  Divide tasks as you can to complete the work.

Objective:  Understand a particular European region/country to the point where you become the expert and can teach others.  (Yes, you will be required to teach/present about your country!)
Time Constraints:  We will be working on this project for the remainder of the year.
Assessment:  All subprojects listed below, a unit test, and any other projects Miss Kuhrt assigns your group. 

Guidelines for Subprojects:

1. Complete the worksheets on physical geography of Europe (the large packets).  Individuals do NOT need to complete pages 79-83 and page 92.

Complete a map quiz on countries of Europe.  You must know at least 22 countries (all else are extra credit)

2. Read Pages 295-303 (Chapter 11, Section 1)
a.

Find five (individuals – 3) important things that have happened in your country recently and describe them.  Examples include – natural disasters, terrorism, elections, and so forth

Draw a physical/political map of your country and label.

Create a powerpoint/poster/travel brochure in which you fully describe your country.  Use the research notes (turn these in) to help you.  This will be what you will present to the rest of the class!

8.
Listen to our guest speakers and ask a question to them.

9.
Choose two of the following tasks to do in relation to your country:  (Individuals choose one)

A. Create a children's book on some specific topic related to your country.  Write and illustrate it.

B. Write and perform a play related to the culture or history of your country.

C. Create a foreign language phrase book

D. Present a culture fair on your country complete with examples of the food, games, and crafts of the peoples.

E. Create a game

F. Create artwork (more than just drawings) that represent your region

G. Read a book written by an author from your country or related to your country and write a report on it.

H. Create an informational video 

I. Perform interpretive dance related to the five themes of your region 

J. Complete the Modern Times packets
