Limited Government:  Government is restricted.  People have the power
Representative Government:  We choose people to be our “voice” in government

Separation of powers:  governmental powers are divided between three branches
Checks and Balances:  Put in place to make sure that one branch does not become more powerful than the other.  Example:  Legislative branch makes laws, but the Executive Branch can veto

Federalism:  Governmental power is divided between a National Government and State and Local Governments
