KUHRT’S KEYS TO THE GAME
· Every classroom needs to have some basic ground rules.  The basic thing to remember is that you are part of a TEAM – respect each other, be responsible, do your part, and give 100% and you will be fine.

CLASSROOM ORGANIZATION:

· Each student will be given a number!  It is important that you remember this number, as it will be used for supplies and incentives.

· We do a lot of cooperative learning!  You will sit in groups according to a seating chart.  

· Each table is numbered and each person within that group has a specific cardinal direction.  

· The cardinal directions will be used to collect homework and mark strikes (more to follow) in our notebook and home run club.

· Table numbers will be used for certain Classroom Jobs which will change weekly.  
· Paper Passers (Ball boy/girl) :  Responsible for passing out worksheets and bell work.  Bell work needs to be on desks before the bell rings, so these students must plan accordingly
· Room Monitors (Grounds crew):  Responsible for making sure students keep room tidy.

· Supply Monitors (Equipment managers) :  Responsible for passing out and keeping track of all supplies.  Students will mark off supplies in supply notebook.

· Absent Helpers (Trainers) :  Responsible for collecting worksheets and any needed information for absent students and placing it in folder.

· All students will be given a Baseball Teammates sheet.  We will fill this in the first week.  This will be used for some partner work.

· We will start off each class with bell work.  Students should come into class and be prepared to work.  Bell work will be on the board or passed out from the ball boy/girl.

CLASSROOM SUPPLIES
· Always bring everything you need to class (books, notebook, folder, writing utensil, crayons/colored pencils)

· Your textbook in social studies needs to be taken care of properly! 

· Don’t waste paper or any other supplies.

· Bring your FULL planner to class every day and actually use it!

· Your teacher has graciously supplied a fan or two for each table group for hot days!  This is a privilege, and your table must earn them.  It’s easy to earn – be prepared, be respectful, be responsible, and follow the keys!  Leave them on the desk.  If batteries run out, you will need to supply your own batteries if you wish to continue using them.
CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT

· To make the most of your education, you need to be ALL IN!  Electronics are not allowed to be visible any time during the school day (other than lunch).  To this end, you will need to leave your devices in your locker.  If they are needed for the class, I will let you know in advance or give you the opportunity to get it.
· Manager’s Signal:  Respecting others’ opinions is so important.  We don’t blurt out in class.  I use a signal (basically the okay sign) to remind you that you shouldn’t be talking.  Unless you have the talking chip, don’t talk!  Pay attention.

· Our classroom is small – leave your bookbags and backpacks in your locker

· Respect EVERYONE’s property, including Miss Kuhrt’s.  If it isn’t yours – hands off.  And, don’t write on the desks!

· You may have PLAIN bottled water in a CLEAR water bottle in both social studies and theatre class and gum or hard candy in social studies only as long as you keep it in your mouth.

· Be extra good for subs!  If you’re not, there will be dire consequences!  Subbing is hard work.

· Be responsible – come to class on time with everything you need.  If you don’t you will get a tardy and tardies lead to lunch detentions or worse!  (
· If you forget a pencil, you may borrow one for the hour.  Let Miss Kuhrt know, and then borrow the pencil that corresponds with your number.  You must return it.  Once it’s gone, it will not be replaced.

· Responsibility wins games and irresponsibility loses them!  
· Turning in homework wins you rewards – not only in practicing and learning new information, but in a free pizza lunch, too!  (Social Studies only)
· If you turn in your completed homework EVERY time in a trimester, you will be part of the Home Run Club whose members will have a Little Caesars lunch with me at the end of the tri.

· Not turning in homework earns you penalties – not only in a loss of knowledge but also in a loss of your lunch time.

· Every time you don’t turn in your homework or it is not at least half complete, you will receive a strike (a K).  After the second strike, you will receive a K Note which you will need to take home to your parents.  Three strikes is an out, meaning you will have lunch detention with me.  Each subsequent missing assignment will result in another lunch detention.
EMERGENCY PROCEDURES

· It’s very unlikely that anything bad will happen in school, but we need to prepare for such emergencies!

· Be very serious during all drills.

· Follow your teacher’s instructions
