WEEK OF JANUARY 9*



· Monday:  Bell Work activity (Write the following on the board, and have them write a paragraph and turn them in.  You can share a few if you want: Tell me all about your Christmas break) ; CNN Student News (usually, we watch Channel One, but today I want them to watch CNN Student News – go to this website http://www.cnn.com/studentnews and show the newscast); Read Chapter 5, Section 1 and do questions 1-5;
· Tuesday:   Channel One (we watch Channel One most every Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.  To show Channel One, go to www.channelone.com and show the newscast); Do worksheet on History and Governments

· Wednesday: Bell work activity - Test Yourself; Channel one; Check and go over 5.1 worksheet

· Thursday:  Bell work activity ; Channel One; Timeline worksheet; Review for Map Quiz tomorrow (know all territories and provinces in Canada); ​Here are some Websites to use:

· Friday:  Map Quiz (students have done these before so it shouldn’t be a problem.  Have one help you if you need it.  I have left an answer key for you.  Students need to know the first 13.  All else that they get right is extra credit); Video on Canada (show as much as you want – keep the rest for another day that you might need filler)
WEEK OF JANUARY 16*

· Monday:   No School – MLK day
· Tuesday:   Bell work (Write the following on the board, and have them write a paragraph and turn them in.  You can share a few if you want:  If you could live during any period of American or Canadian history, which era would you choose and why?); Channel One; History Notes; 
· Wednesday: Bell work activity; Channel One; Finish History Notes if needed and pass out ﻿﻿government char﻿t﻿ and Venn Diagram (It’s a square because I’m horrible with circles) – Discuss this as you can; Do government notes; Tell students that there will be a Timeline Quiz on Friday!
· Thursday:  Bell work activity (Write the following on the board, and have them write a paragraph and turn them in.  You can share a few if you want:  If you were going to tell a foreign exchange students something about United States Culture, what would you tell them?)  ;  Channel One; Read Chapter 5, Section 2 and do questions1-6 on page 150
· Friday:  Bell Work activity (Say this:  Turn to page 148 in your book.  Read the poem by Langston Hughes.  Make sure to read the background information and the reader’s dictionary, too.  Then, answer the Analyzing Literature questions); Timeline Quiz; Worksheet for Chapter 5.2 (a very large packet)
WEEK OF JANUARY 23*  

You will be doing a cultural project this week.  You will be in my high school classroom on Monday and Tuesday!!  You will need to prepare the room.  There needs to be long paper covering the tables (you can get paper rolls from the high school teachers’ lounge)  You will also want to get some plastic cups (ask in the high school office if they can get you some from the teachers’ lounge, or search yourself) and put some water in them on each table.  Finally, you will need plastic knives.  There are some in my High School Room in the 4th drawer of the brown filing cabinet. There may also be some in the cabinet with the NORTH AMERICA, SOUTH AMERICA, EUROPE posters on them in the Middle School room.


· Monday:   Pass out two sheets on Inuit – one is a packet with information about the Inuit and the other one has soap carving patterns on them; Show one or more soapstone carving videos.  You can watch them at these links: http://www.teachertube.com/video/inuit-art-hennigan-lesson-50975 ; Short Soapstone Carving demonstration at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=TU3HC5ThZds ; Larger soapstone carving demonstration (polar bear) at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=zy7XA3gUGGc  ; Begin soap carving - Cultural activity (students are going to use their soap and the patterns and carve an animal {it must be an animal or a totem type person}.  Take them up to my high school room.  They must be quiet in the halls.  Explain that if there is any issues with the plastic knives they will be immediately sent to ISS.
· Tuesday:    (Meet in the MS Room and then go up to HS room) Finish soap carving.  Please take pictures of their finished projects; If there is time, watch channel one
· Wednesday: Bell work activity (Write the following on the board, and have them write a paragraph and turn them in.  You can share a few if you want:  What did you think of the soap carving activity?  Was it hard or easy for you?  What does this tell you about Canadian culture?  Did you work hard to complete the project?); Channel One; Read Chapter 6.1 together

· Thursday:  Bell work activity (Write the following on the board, and have them write a paragraph and turn them in.  You can share a few if you want:  If you were starting a business, what type of business would you start?  In which region of the United States would you choose to start it?  Why)?;  Channel One;; Do questions 1 - 6 on page 162​; HOMEWORK:  Worksheet (Reteaching)
· Friday:  Bell Work activity (Test yourself for 1-27); Chapter 6.2 - Read together and do worksheet; (Issues and challenges)
WEEK OF JANUARY 30*



· Monday:   Finish worksheet and reading together; do questions from 172;  

· Tuesday:   Bell work (Go to this website http://www.omniglot.com/language/phrases/french.php and choose a few words and phrases to have the students learn a little French.  If you click on the French word, it will say it for you.  Have the students listen to each word twice and then let them repeat it together!);  Channel One; begin Lesson on Quebec Separatism – we are going to work on this little by little – it will be our last SIP writing; Show the video at this website https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=rnBb_X4fcpY  It is really geared for high school students, so the kids are really going to struggle with it.  However, it was the best video I could find to talk about why Quebec wants to separate from the rest of Canada.  You will need to stop it frequently and talk about it.  I’m guessing that will get you through all of today.  If not, do more French words.  ( 

· Wednesday:  Channel One; Continue work on Quebec Separatism – Pass out the packet that says “The Pros and Cons of the Quebec Separation Issue” and the Pros/Cons sheet.  Read through each paragraph together and have the kids put that into their own words (I left one for you, with some examples).  As you go along – or when you are done – have them fill out the Pros/Cons sheet
· Thursday:   Channel One; Continue work on Quebec Separatism – continue work from yesterday.  When done, pass out the packet called “To Secede or Not to Secede”  Have the students read through these.  Finally, pass out the “5 Square Paragraphs”.  This will help them write their SIP paper, which is “Should Quebec secede from Canada?”  We will be typing their paper tomorrow and Monday. 
· Friday:  Continue work on Quebec Separatism by typing up SIP paper in MS Computer Lab 319.
WEEK OF FEBRUARY 6*



· Monday:   Finish work on Quebec Separatism SIP in 319 lab
· Tuesday:    Channel One; Review last two weeks - Review for Canada/US test – there is a worksheet for this.  What I do is have the students take this as a test, circling the ones they didn’t know.  Then we go over it question by question and see who answered A, B, C, D.  I give them the right answer and we talk about it if they have questions.
· Wednesday: Post-Test for Canada/US (students should not write on the test itself but on the bubble sheet – if they do write on the test, don’t worry about it – just throw them away); Channel One; 
· Thursday:    Channel One; Bell work; Begin Unit on Latin America:  Begin Unit on Latin America: In their table groups have students make a graphic organizer on large manila sheet (there are large sheets on top of my one cabinet).  Put  Latin America in center, fold it in half twice, and in each quadrant label: countries, physical, political/historical; economic:

	Countries


	Physical



	Political/historical


	Economic




· In groups, list as many Latin American countries as possible in ten minutes (no notes, books, planners, etc.)

· create a class list (I usually do it as a competition – each table says one at a time and see what table is the last one “standing”); 
· Then, having them use page 184-186, groups then list the remaining countries that they missed
· If there is more time, have them label each country as belonging to CENTRAL America (C), the CARIBBEAN ISLANDS (I) or SOUTH America (S)

Friday: Finish Graphic Organizer country list with labels for South, Central, or Islands; Cut up the countries that are on the country sheet.  Make a chart on the board – one column says CENTRAL, one column says SOUTH and one column says CARIBBEAN.  Give Each student a Latin American country and one by one have them put it in a column (Central, South, Caribbean); discussion and moving of countries; you can make a game of this for review/learning work 
WEEK OF FEBRUARY 13



· Monday:   Channel One; Students will fill in the blank map with the 36 Latin American countries and given physical locations
· Tuesday:    Channel One; Continue work on maps;  
· Wednesday:  Review using pin the country on the map – to do this, I just pull up a blank map and project it on the board.  Then, I call off certain countries and certain people and have them put a dot on the country.  Remind them that there is a CENTRAL AMERICA MAP QUIZ TOMORROW (students need to know five of eight) – there is a map that students can use to study from; Take Pre Test – students need to NOT write on the tests and only fill out the bubble sheets. 

· Thursday:  Channel One;  Map Quiz – make sure that everyone at a table gets a different version I should have them already sorted for you.  I have also left an answer key.; Discuss the Regional Atlas on pages 178-187.  There are some side questions that you could ask them.  Once you are done with this, pass out the Regional Atlas packet and have students do this.

· Monday:   NO SCHOOL – PRESIDENTS DAY 

· Tuesday:    Channel One; Work on other aspects of the graphic organizer that you did two weeks ago!  (  Pass out the large readings and read together the physical section.  Then, have students work on filling out the graphic organizer for this section. 
· Wednesday:  Channel One;  Work on other aspects of the graphic organizer - Political/Historical – Have the groups read this section and then fill out the graphic organizer.  When they are done, review with them. 
· Thursday:  Work on other aspects of the graphic organizer - Economic.  Do with group and then review with teacher – Have the groups read this section and then fill out the graphic organizer.  When they are done, review with them.
· Friday:  Finish graphic organizer and have students complete the graphic organizer review sheet 
WEEK OF FEBRUARY 27



· Monday:    Begin Mexico unit​ – we’re going to start with some very large packets!  (  The first one today is the one labeled “Survey”.  Students need to look at the map behind each survey page and answer the questions related to them.  There will a different survey sheet for each region – a total of 5.   
· Tuesday Channel One; Now they get two more large packets!  One is labeled “The Seven McCaw” and the other is a “World Literature” packet.  Tell them it looks a lot longer than it really is!  They will be working on this today and tomorrow. 
· Wednesday:  Channel One; Finish packet and discuss
·  Thursday:  Channel One; Video on Ancient Civilizations – start at the beginning and stop as needed to explain.  You will show more of it tomorrow.
· Friday:   Continue the Video on Ancient Civilizations
