· Monday:   Pantomime notes and discussion (this is a powerpoint – just write the notes on the board and have them copy them down – discuss as you can); View a piece from Our Town https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sV4FdUro0NM&t=566s  Start showing it around 5:30 and go for about 5-7 minutes; Guesstures  (I play by table.  Use the cards and one person comes up at a time and does their four – give them a minute and a half to two minutes – for their table.  Then move on to another table)
· Tuesday:    Guesstures; Pass out Pantomime Activity sheet – this is for their performance assessment.  You will want to go over it with them.  Students  can choose one of the activities, but I limit it so only two people can choose the same activity.  (you can decide how you want to let them choose, but you need to write it down so not more than two people are doing the same thing)  The assessment is an individual pantomime.
· Wednesday: Pantomime activities (practice and debrief – I usually read through the activity and have the whole class do it at the same time – with a partner if needed.  Then, I choose 5-8 people to show what they did, and we talk about them, what is good and what can be improved.  Talk about positive critiquing here!  All pantomime activities are on separate sheets, I have tried to number them for you) - Ideas without words (#10); Imaginary ball (#14 on separate sheet) 

· Thursday:  Pantomime activities (practice and debrief) – Sport (#5); Work (#3)
· Friday: Pantomime activities (practice and debrief) – TV (#15 on separate sheet), attic trunk (#16 on separate sheet), trapped (#8), machine (#2)
