MIGRATION NOTES
Two types of migration
1.
Internal – moving within the country



a.  Urbanization – moving to cities

2.
International – moving between countries



a.  Immigrant – a person who comes in to a country



b.  Emigrant – a person who exits a country



You are both an immigrant and an emigrant.  If I leave the United States for Poland, I am an immigrant to Poland but an emigrant from the United States

Why do people Migrate?

1.  Voluntarily


Leave because you want to – better jobs, family, less crowded

2.  Forced


Refugee – a person who is forced to leave their country for reasons beyond their control (war, famine, religious persecution)\

The Effects of Migration

There are both positive and negative effects.  There might be a decrease in crowding, or a decrease in skilled workers, or a decrease in family structure in the country where you are leaving.  Or, there may be an increase in diversity or an increase in resentment to the country you are coming to.

Population Density – The way we find out how crowded a country is.  This is an AVERAGE.


Formula:  Total Population divided by the Total Land Area
