Canada – Second largest country in the world.
Contiguous – joined together in a common boundary (example 48 states)

Megalopolis – Connected areas of urban (city) communities.


Ex.  Atlantic Coast



Powerful economic, cultural, and political center




One reason is the Piedmont – fertile hilly area inland from Atlantic Ocean.

Mississippi River – longest river in North America.

Appalachian Mountains – oldest mountains in North America

Mt. McKinley – tallest mountain in North America

Continental Divide – high point in Rocky Mountains.  Determine which way rivers flow.  West – flow into Pacific, East flow into Atlantic, Arctic, or Gulf of Mexico

Canadian Shield – horseshoe shaped land around Hudson Bay.  Rocky, Hills, Lakes, Forests.  Poor farming but lots of minerals.  This is a subarctic climate zone – long, cold winters and brief, cool summers.

Canyon – Deep Valleys with Steep sides

Great Plains – Good Farming.  Buffalo Roamed.  Dust Bowl of the 1930’s:  Dry weather (drought) caused winds to erode topsoil.  Farmers couldn’t farm.

Texas – 1st in oil and natural gas reserves

Most people live in the middle latitudes.
