Personal Inventory/Career Planning/EDP module

During this module, the following must be completed:

1. EDP, using the checklist.  Must be completed to the 100% level.  Does not need to be printed off AT THIS TIME.  I will get a report stating whether you have updated it and completed it.
2. * Interest Inventory (will be completed in class) along with a ½ page paper (may be typed or hand written) on whether you agree with the results or not and your reasoning behind that opinion.

3. * Personality inventory worksheet.  (You may type or hand write your answers)
4. Read about the Color Quiz test at colorquiz.com  Next, take the test.  Make a chart or organizer showing your results.  Then, in a paragraph, do you agree?  Why or why not?  This does not often work at school and will therefore be EXTRA CREDIT!
5. Character Traits Inventory.  How can you relate what you learned by doing this to careers?  To your life in general?  Based on this inventory, what are some traits you plan to work on throughout the year?  What is your plan for doing so?  Answer the previous questions in at least a ¾ of a page essay. (may be typed or hand written)
6. I am… Paper. (Must be typed)
7. Take some more personality/career-oriented quizzes, just for fun, and maybe to learn something about yourself.  Take at least three.  Write a ½ page telling me which tests you took, where you took them, and what they were supposed to tell you, and another ½ page telling me your results and how much stock you take in them and why. (may be typed or hand written)
8. * Lesson 1:  Who Am I Today Handout 2 – read through each of the sixteen personality styles and answer the questions along the way.  Then, in a ½ sheet of paper, which personality style do you most exhibit and why?  Which personality style would you find would be the hardest to work with and why? (may be typed or hand written)  
9. Lesson 2:  Developing a Sense of Self Handout 1 – Circle what you value.  Think through these values and realize why they can help or hinder your life and your career.  You do not have to write anything else for this, just do some deep thinking

10. * Career Research Paper (must be typed)
11. Any other items Miss Kuhrt brings to the table. (The more time you waste, the more items I will bring to the table ()
If there is a * next to the work, we will be doing this together in class or you will need more information to complete the work.  Please concentrate on the material that is not *ed first.  You may complete these in any order you see fit.  All work from this module must be turned in by the due date listed on your calendar.  You may turn in work earlier than the due date if you so desire.  You can turn in work as you finish it.  All of this work should hold value to you.  Some (or all) of this work may be valuable for your portfolio!
