The personality of a location

What characteristics make the location unique?

EX:  NYC has lots of skyscrapers, but Hanover doesn’t

Good ice cream?  Go to Horton

A grocery store?  Go to Hanover

1.  Physical characteristics:  For example:  mountains, rivers, soil, beaches, wildlife, plants
2. Human characteristics:  For example:  architecture, jobs, land use and ownership, town planning, communication networks, transportation, language, religion, politics
Regions

Group of places with at least one common characteristic

Region may be any size

One area may be part of many different regions

The boundaries of regions may overlap

Regions can be according to physical (climate, soils, landforms, etc) or cultural/human (governments, religions, languages, agriculture, industry, etc) features
Helps us organize knowledge

Examples – states, countries

Language group

Michigan – governmental region

Latin America is a linguistic/ethnic region

Rocky mountains – mountain/landform region

Arab World  - ethnic/religious region
