Today you will be using the Jigsaw method to complete this part of the assignment.  You will wind up teaching each other.  (Reciprocal Teaching)  To do this, you will need to complete the following:

a.
As a group, read the given article

b.
Make a list of vocabulary that is unfamiliar to you

i.
Define this vocabulary, then use it in a sentence

ii.
Choose two words from the list and apply the “Student VOC strategy” to these words

1.
You will then use this strategy to teach others your two vocabulary words

c.
Take notes on those items that really get to the meat of the article.  What should others know about your article?

i.
You are reminded to delete the trivial and redundant material!

ii.
Use some type of visual organizer (you may choose their own) to make your notes easier to understand.

d.
Once the article has been read and discussed and vocabulary words and notes are completed, choose a representative from your group to serve as the expert teacher.

e.
When all groups are complete, “Experts” will rotate in a clockwise direction to teach other groups about their article.  When experts have finished with each group, they will return to their own group where they will be taught the basics of all the other groups’ articles.
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
