SIP 1:  Principles and Values
We have been discussing the importance of principles in our life.  Write an article that you would want published in the school newspaper that discusses principles.  In your article discuss what principles d you believe we need more of in the world and your reasons for this.  How do these principles compare with those you value, classmates value, and the country values?  Discuss ways we can make a change in the world so that we better live a principled life.  
Specs:  

A.  Length:  The essay must be at least five paragraphs long.  Each paragraph should be between 4-5 sentences long.  You may handwrite or type your essay.  If you handwrite it, I must be able to read it!  Should you type your essay, please use Times font and double spaced.  Margins should be standard one-inch margins.  
B.  Detail/Evidence:  Your opinion is very important in determining the value of principles, but you need to back up your opinions with facts!  To do so, you will need to include specific, relevant examples from both your data analysis (the chart and discussion) and the article.  These will help support your opinions.  
C.  Layout:  Your paper should consist of at least five paragraphs – an introduction and conclusion, and three supporting paragraphs.  Don’t forget to include a thesis statement.
D.  Grading:  You will be graded using the SIP rubric.  You will be graded on your paper and the chart/graph you have completed.  This will be a large grade!

E.  Deadline:  Your paper needs to be turned in at the end of class on Tuesday, November 3.  No exceptions!
