
6th GRADE SOCIAL STUDIES:  A WORLD CLASS TRIP! With your teacher, Miss Theresa Kuhrt
Trip Highlights (Course Description)

Travel through the Western Hemisphere on an incredible journey!  That's exactly what we'll do in 6th grade social studies.  We'll learn the steps necessary to explore strange new worlds and some familiar ones as well.  During the year, we'll look at maps and geographic tools, study the five themes of geography, and travel to North America, South America, and Europe.  While there, we'll learn about the land, history, current events, people, and culture that make this world such an interesting place.  In our class, we will use the textbook, Exploring Our World – People, Places, and Cultures as our guide along with several accompanying activities:  high-level questions and answers, vocabulary, tests, quizzes, group discussions, group projects, hands on activities, map activities, and research writings.
Traveling necessities (Student Supplies)
I try and provide as much as possible for my students, but there are a few things that students will need for class:


1.  Writing utensils.  It doesn’t matter whether it is pencil or pen (blue or black ink only)


2.  A spiral notebook for notes 


3.  Loose-leaf paper for assignments or journal writing


4.  Some type of folder – it could be a three ring binder or a small folder to keep organized
5.  Crayons or colored pencils for map and poster work

For that, please check the website.  I also suggest setting up a daily routine where you sit down with your student and go over their planner.  This will help them to get in the habit of writing down important information and staying organized, and it will help you see what they are doing daily.

2.  When you get to this page, hover over your class name up toward the top and you will see lesson plans.  Click on the lesson plan button!

3.  The lesson plans will show up for that week.  While I do lesson plans in advance, and these may be posted, I find that situations in the classroom usually cause these lesson plans to vary.  Therefore, I update my lesson plans daily (hopefully – sometimes life has other plans), and these updates should be made by 5:00 p.m.
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4.  When you get to the lesson plan page, this is a sample of what you will see.  Please note that anything that you see in a different color such as the burnt brown is a link.  If you click on this, it will open up to a new page – the assignment, important notes, worksheets, or study materials.  It’s important to click on these!
