Grade Level:  9-12

Length:  Full year (second semester builds on first) –Students may not join 2nd semester

Textbook:  None

Teacher resource book:  Theatre:  Art in Action

Class Description:  Please realize, Covid-19 may limit some of what we are able to do in theatre. Theatre I will focus on four major areas, including theatre history, directing/producing, technical work, and acting.  Students will spend approximately six weeks engaged in theatre games. Primary means of assessment:  Performances, both in class and publicly by informal and formal observation

Specific Minimum Course Requirements:  

1. Memorization is necessary for all students.  

2. Public performance – Students will present plays to elementary, middle, and high school students.  A student must be at all Public Performances.  An absence hurts more than just them; they let the whole team down. 

3.  Purchase of classroom specific materials for projects may be required

4. Payment for field trips, which would be trips to see professional, community, or college plays

5. Students must maintain a 59.5% with 5 or fewer unexcused absences.

Service-Learning Project (possible):  Public presentation of social awareness plays in conjunction with the 6th grade theatre class.  Public presentation of student-written folktale plays in conjunction with the middle school social studies class.
